PREPARING FOR WORSHIP 
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PASTORS MESSAGE 
What Happens When We Pray? 

 
All people of faith believe prayer is a major part of our relationship to God. We are 
taught prayers as a child. We say prayers during important events like funerals and 
weddings and big family meals. Some of us only use written prayers which we can 
read. Some of us only pray ñout of our hearts.ò 
There are many ways to pray. Some of us are comfortable praying in crowds, some of 
us only pray by ourselves. We believe God hears all these prayers. We also believe 
God knows the heart, so even if prayers are too painful to say out loud, God knows.  
So then why pray? 
I like to think of prayer as a conversation with God. Humans use conversations to 
communicate and communication goes both ways. We express ourselves, in hope to 
be understood. And we listen in hopes of understanding.  
Most of us think of prayer as ñtalking to God.ò We tell God our problems, we ask for 
help. Hopefully we praise God. Think of humans with whom you are in relationship. 
You donôt want every conversation to just be complaints; you want loving conversa-
tions, funny conversations, honest conversations. The same is true with prayer. Yes, 
tell God the desires of your heart. And tell God about the good of your day and ask 
questions and thank God, just like you do in healthy human relationships. 
Jesus told us to pray without ceasing. Jesus uses an example of a persistent 
(annoying) widow demanding justice as a way we can pray. This is surprising, as we 
think we need to be respectful to a somewhat distant God. Nope. We can be intimate 
with a loving God. And sometimes we change Godôs mind.  
The other part of prayer is to listen. This is harder, because God doesnôt have a con-
versation with us, filled with audible language. God uses senses, experiences, other 
people. God uses beauty. God uses worship. The truth is we pray so God changes our 
mind. God opens us up to other people. God changes our attitudes so we can see our 
problems differently. God gives us grace and forgiveness to offer others and our-
selves. God is a God of change, and God can change us.  
That may be the surprise to you. Prayer is a conversation, even though only one of us 
uses human words. We may change God, and God may change us. Now you see why 
prayer is so powerful!

THE GOSPEL 

The holy gospel according to Luke, the 20th chapter. / C: Glory to you O Lord. 

       Luke 20:27-38 

Some Sadducees, those who say there is no resurrection, came to him and asked him 
a question, ñTeacher, Moses wrote for us that if a manôs brother dies, leaving a wife 
but no children, the man shall marry the widow and raise up children for his broth-
er. Now there were seven brothers; the first married, and died childless; then the se-
cond and the third married her, and so in the same way all seven died child-
less. Finally the woman also died. In the resurrection, therefore, whose wife will the 
woman be? For the seven had married her.ò Jesus said to them, ñThose who belong to 
this age marry and are given in marriage; but those who are considered worthy of a 
place in that age and in the resurrection from the dead neither marry nor are given in 
marriage. Indeed they cannot die anymore, because they are like angels and are chil-
dren of God, being children of the resurrection. And the fact that the dead are raised 
Moses himself showed, in the story about the bush, where he speaks of the Lord as 
the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. Now he is God not of the 
dead, but of the living; for to him all of them are alive.
